Music Biography 
 by Randy Manning 

 

The influence of music in my life 
goes back to when I was a child. 
My grandmother was a music 
teacher in the Cincinnati School 
system. She had a number of 
beautiful instruments in her 
apartment including a grand 

piano. The family would visit her during the summer and 
as long as I can remember, she would have us sit at the 
piano with her. She would play children’s songs and we 
were expected to sing along. I have fond memories of 
these times. 
 
As I grew older, I became involved in various school 
musical programs. In high school I sang in the choir and 
madrigals, and held the lead role in the high school 
musical. Unfortunately, I lost interest in music as I grew 
into my late teens and decided to pursue other interests in 
college. I went to the University of Evansville where I 
obtained a Bachelor of Science Degree in Advertising and 
Public Relations. 
 
I eventually realized my true desire was to have a career 
in music. I decided to go back to college and obtain a 
music degree. I was accepted to the University of 
Indianapolis where I obtained a degree in voice and 
general music. After graduation, I was offered the 
Director of Music position with St. John United Church 
of Christ in Cumberland, Indiana. I then became the 
Director of Music with Grace United Methodist Church in 
Kokomo, Indiana where I was responsible for nine music 
ensembles. This brings me to the present and my new 
position with Cherry Grove United Methodist Church. 

5 Cherry Grove UMC 
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December 14th marks the 85th anniversary of the fire that 
destroyed the original church building on Beechmont Ave-
nue (site of McCall’s Carpet).  Beechmont was then known 
as Ohio Pike and was only a two-lane dirt road.  The year 
was 1924, a Sunday morning ten days before Christmas Eve. 
 
In 1915, Rev. Louis M. Hahn was assigned to the Cherry 
Grove Circuit.  He was a plump but muscular, jovial, round-
faced, balding, middle-aged Dutchman.  He was an energetic 
and resourceful man and endeared himself to the community 
by performing many secular services, from building cedar 
chests for brides to repairing bicycle tires for boys.  If ever 
there was a man for the right occasion, the Lord surely 
provided him in the form of Rev. Hahn.   
 
The white brick United Brethren Church, with its curved-
roof belfry and far-sounding bell, was for many years the 
landmark of the crossroads community, whose founders had 
named it "Cherry Grove."  It was hardly a 
village.  Next to the church was the Jones & 
Maddux Blacksmith Shop.  Directly across the 
"pike" from the church was an old tavern, 
viewed locally with some disapproval. (Ladies 
of the Church had prayed on their knees in 
front of it).  Beside the tavern stood the 
Cherry Grove Schoolhouse.  At the crossroads 
a hundred yards away stood a two-story frame 
building containing a grocery store, a post 
office and a ticket station for the interurban 
traction line.  That, with a sprinkling of 
houses, was Cherry Grove. 
 
The church consisted of a main room (built in 1854) of some 
30 by 40 feet with a vaulted ceiling and a smaller adjoining 
room or "annex" (built in 1905).  In winter it was heated by 
hot air from a furnace in a small, dirt-floored cellar 
(originally was heated by potbellied stoves).  Artificial light 
was provided for many years by carbide gas; electric wiring 
was installed only days before the fire.  Water, when 
required, was carried in a bucket from the cistern at the 
blacksmith's house or from the schoolyard pump across the 
road.   
 
On Sunday morning, December 14, 1924, the church bell 
began to ring near its usual hour, but its strokes were 
uncertain, uneven.  Knowing hearers thought tolerantly of 
the ringer, Mrs. Gardner, but those who lived nearby looked 
toward the church. As the bell rang falteringly, thin smoke 
appeared above the church's roof.  One of those who 
responded to the alarm was Charlie Ward.  When he arrived 
at the Church, a ladder had been placed along side the 
chimney.  Ralph Nordyke, Ed Etzel, Leonard Gardner, 
Charles Gunderloy and Ed Sutter were among the first to 
arrive at the fire.   
 

Earlier in the morning, a fire had been started in the furnace 
to warm the church before services.  Apparently, the fire 
started in the roof next to the chimney.  Ironically, the man 
who had built the fire in the furnace, Leonard Gardner, said 
that he could have put the fire out if only he had a bucket of 
water!   
 
Word passed quickly by telephone among the church 
members, and soon a good portion of the congregation was 
assembled on the church lawn.  The nearest fire department 
was in Cincinnati and, when called, wanted a fee of several 
hundred dollars to bring their equipment out of the 
city.  Apparently someone came up with the money since 
pictures show a fire truck at the scene.   
 
Men and boys carried out the furnishing which included the 
pulpit, alter chairs and table, which presently resides on our 
Fellowship Hall stage. Then the most valuable possession  of 

all, the Chickering Grand Piano. The pews 
were brought out along with the ten foot 
sliding doors that separated the main room 
from the annex.  Even the large hot air floor 
registers were saved.  The removal of the 
floor registers almost cost the life of  Martha 
Friedrich's father, Charles 
Gunderloy.  Martha remembers her mother 
getting her ready for Sunday School and her 
father getting their car out of Ed Sutter's 
garage, (Wilma Wards father) where they 
kept it.  Martha's family lived next door to 
where she presently lives on Eight Mile 
Road. 

 
Her Mother was getting her dressed and Martha was looking 
south, towards the church, while her Mother was looking 
north.  Her Mother saw Ed Sutter run towards the garage and 
thought something might be wrong with her husband.  By 
the time Ed got to the garage, her Dad was backing the car 
out.  Martha, looking south said, "The Church is on 
fire"!  To this day, Martha does not know why those 
thoughts and images stayed with her, for Martha was only 
four years old.  Her Dad and Ed Sutter went over to the 
church.  They helped carry out some of the things already 
mentioned.  Because of the smoke, visibility was poor and 
Martha's Father stepped into the opening where one of the 
registers was removed and almost fell down the furnace 
pipe, but he escaped without injury.   
 
The church burned slowly and inwardly at first, then briskly 
as the flames ate through the roof.  The congregation stood 
about in the yard, whispering in groups, abiding the 
inevitable.  Apparently, by the time the fire truck arrived it 
was too late to do anything but watch.  There was a gasp, 
then a sigh, and many tears as the beams of the belfry finally

gave way and the bell dropped with a clang into the flames. 
After all above ground had been destroyed, the coal in the 
cellar continued to burn.  A reddish glow lighted the ruins 
when the congregation assembled that evening in the 
schoolhouse. 
 
The little rural church that had served this community for 
more than 70 years was nothing more than a pile of 
smoldering brick and rubble.  But a Church is more than just 
a building; it is the people who, blessed by God, form a 
congregation. This rugged and determined congregation 
raised itself out of the ashes of despair to build a new 
Church and continues to be a religious influence in this 
growing community.  
 
Please take time to look at the historical display case in the 
Narthex for artifacts and pictures of the fire.  
 
A special thanks for the writings of the late Rodney Nash, 
brother of Vera Langshaw, which provided a very 
descriptive account of the fire and also to Charlie and Wilma 
Ward, Martha Friedrich, Dorothea Maddux, the late Henry 
and Bess Johnson and Vera Langshaw, who shared their 
time and generous hospitality to help preserve this moment 
in time.
