Last month’s Cherry Tree highlighted the “BE”
ATTITUDES of a Love First Leader. These Love First
attitudes are helping Cherry Grove Church leaders to bear
fruit in the life of the church.

Areas of Ministry (Worship, Fellowship, Discipleship,
Ministry and Missions) and spiritual disciplines (prayer,
Bible study, fasting, meditation...) by routinely
implementing realistic and uncomplicated behaviors.

Below are six suggested Love-Self Behaviors for the
Congregation. You’ll see posters around the church and
on page 4 reflecting these behaviors.

Worship regularly
Serve in a ministry
Participate in a growth group
Exhibit a positive attitude at/about Cherry Grove Church
Give generously of resources
Spend time daily with God

How might this look for someone in our congregation?

Sally starts the day with her Upper Room devotional,
scripture reading and time in prayer. Sometimes she has
to postpone that personal time with God, like when her
kids are sick. She participates in worship each Sunday,
barring illness or travel. Sally has already volunteered to

help plan and organize Vacation Bible School next
summer, and she attends her Bible study as often as her
busy family life schedule will allow. Because Sally loves
her church and the people in it, she’s able to turn
negatives into positives with her loving outlook. She is
working toward a tithe, but she also gives all she can to
Missions projects such as school supplies and canned
food drives.

Mark is the kind of guy we all miss when he’s not there
on Sunday — a rare occasion, but noticeable! Mark is an
usher, which gives him the opportunity to brighten
people’s day as they enter the sanctuary. Even his love of
people won’t get him to lead a Bible study, but he always
participates in one. Mark, a retired contractor, is the first
one in line to fix, build or repair things around his church.
He and his wife keep a prayer journal where they write
their thoughts and prayers out on paper to God. They
share what's on their mind - problems, dreams, questions,
etc. This connection to God also strengthens their
relationship with each other.

Cathy attends church every week, though many don’t
know she’s even there. She slips in and out without a
sound. Though she’s a quiet soul, the generous meals she
fixes for Interfaith Hospitality Network and church
members recovering from a loss, illness or surgery, are
delicious and healing. Cathy is learning so much about a
life in Christ as she listens during the

discussions. Maybe someday she’ll share her thoughts
with the group, but for now she’s comfortable just sharing
daily with God in prayer.

Sally, Mark and Cathy are intentionally developing Love-
Self Behaviors so they can continue to grow in Christ.
